1. Coalition Updates:  
Congratulations to Kim Utech and Terri Wood for becoming Certified Asthma Educators!

a.) Jaime Snyder is in the process of trying to scale down work plan activities to just 5.  

1. School Asthma Management Program- getting data and then comparing it to see what works in the city and rural schools. 

2. The Asthma Coalition is partnering with Tobacco to create smoke-free multi-unit dwellings in all 8 counties. Also, planning we will be partnering with Baby and Me Program. 

3. EMS First Responder Training Programs, Kyle Bates, making sure people get proper treatment from beginning to end.

4. Pharmacist Training- educating pharmacists about medications and asthma. Our goal is to have 3 sites in Batavia, Olean and Springville. This has been very well receive in Chautauqua Co. in the past. 

5. Certified Asthma Education Program- Looking for professionals in the medical field that are interested in participating…contact Jaime Snyder for more information.
b.) Subcontractors:


1. Tracy Hopkins- EMS Programs??/ Rural Volunteer Companies??

2. Charlotte Crawford- Has begun sending postcards with questions to EMT’s. Trying to get data that the state has asked for.
